Project: Integration Summer Camp for Ukrainian Children in Pilsen

Ukrajinské déti si uzily pfiméstsky tabor v pfirodé

V tydnu od 4. do 8. cervence probéhl prvni integracni pfiméstsky tdbor pro ukrajinské déti. Tabor se
uskutecnil v pfirodnim prostredi na farmé v Plzni a zdc¢astnilo se ho 29 déti. Pro ucastniky vymyslely
program lektorky ze Spolku Ametyst ve spolupraci s ucitelkami cestiny a ukrajinskymi lektorkami.
“Pomocnou ruku pfiloZili i zaméstnanci odboru Kvalita ZCU, ktefi se podileli na p¥ipravé a zajisténi
programu v ramci svého projektu Bav se védou. Timto bych jim chtéla moc podékovat.” fika Jana
Pohlov3, koordindtorka projektu a predsedkyné Spolku Ametyst.

A jak takovy integracni priméstsky tabor probiha? “Kazdy den byl zaméreny na jedno téma,” popisuje
jedna z lektorek Marjana JiSova a dopliuje, “v pondéli jsme se zaméfili na pfirodu, v Utery na téma
jidlo, stfeda byla ve sportovnim duchu, ¢tvrtek jsme cely den stravili v centru Plzné, nejprve v Domu
loutek a poté na exkurzi po plzenskych pamatkach. Patek byl kreativni, déti si vyrobily drobné darky
pro rodice a ddle si pro né ptipravily prezentaci udalosti celého tydne.”

V pondéli po ivodnim pfivitani a sezndmenim se s pravidly tdbora nasledovaly hry na vzajemné
poznani Ucastnikd, ale také prohlidka farmy. Po dopoledni svaciné nasledovala od 10 do 12 hodin
vyuka Ceského jazyka na téma priroda. Déti se hravou formou ucily napfiklad ¢eska pojmenovani
zvitatek na farmé. Odpoledne probéhla vychazka po okoli farmy spojena s jizdou na konich a péci
o né.

Uterni dopoledni vyuka byla vénovana jidlu a potravindm. Dé&ti se ucily o kuchyriském nadobi,
typickych ceskych jidlech. Pokusily se sestavit si jidelni¢ek. Odpoledne bylo vénovano bylinkovym
dilnickam. Déti si samy namichaly bylinkovou pomazanku a limonadu. Vyrobily si mydlo a v okoli
farmy se seznamily s volné rostoucimi rostlinami, ze kterych si vytvofily vonny naramek.

Ve stfedu jsme sportovali. V ¢asti dopoledne se déti ucily slovni zasobu k riznym sportovnim
aktivitam. Odpoledne si vyzkousely tradicni ¢eské hry jako je skakani pandka, pretahovani lana, opici
draha. Nechybél ani fotbal a dalsi mi¢ové hry.

Cely Ctvrtek jsme stravili v centrum Plzné. Nejprve jsme dopoledne navstivili Muzeum loutek, kde pro
nas byla pfipravena prohlidka. Poté si déti zahraly loutkové divadlo a v dilni¢ce vyrobily malou loutku
na pamatku. Po obédé ndsledovala prohlidka pamatek v centru Plzné. Navstivili jsme katedralu sv.
Bartoloméje, plzefiskou radnici a Kopeckého sady.



V patek déti vyrabély drobné darky pro rodice a ve skupinkach mély za kol pfipravit si prezentaci
celého tydne, kterou nasledné predvedly rodi¢lim. Mohly se tak pochlubit tim, co cely tyden délaly
a co se naucily. Od 13 hodin bylo slavnostni zakonceni tdbora za pritomnosti vétsiny rodicl

a pribuznych déti, spojené s taborakem a opékanim burtu. Lektorky a rodice si mohli vzajemné
popovidat. Jako pamadtku na cely tyden si déti kromé sladké odmeény odnesly také denicky, které si
kazdy den tvofrily, taborova tricka a vyrobky. Kazdé dité dostalo také ¢asopis Raketa prelozeny do
ukrajinstiny, ktery ndm prostfednictvim portalu ucebniceproukrajinu.cz darovala Nadace PPF.

Ukrainian children enjoyed a suburban camp in nature

In the week from July 4th to 8th, the first suburban integration camp for Ukrainian children took
place. The camp took place in a natural environment, on a farm in Pilsen, and 29 children
participated. Lecturers from the Ametyst Association devised the programme for the participants, in
co-operation with Czech and Ukrainian teachers. “The employees of the UWB Quality Department
also lent a helping hand, participating in the preparation and provision of the programme as part of
their Fun with Science project. | would like to thank them very much.” says Jana Pohlov3, project co-
ordinator and President of the Ametyst Association.

And how does such an integration suburban camp take place? “Each day was focused on one topic,”
describes one of the lecturers, Marjana JiSova, adding, “on Monday, we focused on nature, on
Tuesday, on the topic of food, Wednesday was in the spirit of sports, on Thursday, we spent the
whole day in the centre of Pilsen, first in the Puppet Museum, and then on an excursion to Pilsen
monuments. Friday was creative; the children made small gifts for their parents, and also prepared a
presentation on the events of the whole week for them.’

On Monday, after the initial welcome and getting to know the rules of the camp, there were games
for the participants to get to know each other, as well as a tour of the farm. The morning snack was
followed by Czech language lessons on the topic of nature from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m. The children
playfully learned, for example, the Czech names of farm animals. In the afternoon, there was a walk
around the farm, connected with riding horses and taking care of them.

Tuesday morning’s lesson was devoted to food and foodstuffs. The children learned about kitchen
utensils and typical Czech dishes. They tried to make a menu. The afternoon was devoted to herbal
workshops. The children mixed their own herbal spread, as well as lemonade. They made soap, and
became acquainted with wild plants around the farm, from which they made a scented bracelet.

We played sports on Wednesday. In the morning, the children learned vocabulary for various sports
activities. In the afternoon, they tried out traditional Czech games, such as hopscotch, tug-of-war,
monkey track. There was also football and other ball games.

We spent the whole of Thursday in the centre of Pilsen. First, in the morning, we visited the Puppet
Museum, where a tour was prepared for us. Afterwards, the children performed a puppet show, and
made a small puppet as a souvenir in the workshop. Lunch was followed by a tour of the monuments

in the centre of Pilsen. We visited of St. Bartholomew’s Cathedral, Pilsen Town Hall, and Kopeckého
Sady.

On Friday, the children made small gifts for their parents, and in groups, they had the task of
preparing a presentation about the whole week, which they then showed to their parents. They
could then show off what they had done all week, and what they had learned. From 1 p.m., there
was a ceremonial end of the camp, in the presence of most of the parents and relatives of the
children, connected with a campfire and cooking sausages over a camp fire. Lecturers and parents
could talk to each other. As a souvenir of the whole week, in addition to the sweet reward, the
children also took away the diaries they created every day, as well as camp t-shirts and products.
Each child also received a Raketa magazine, translated into Ukrainian, which was donated to us by
the PPF Foundation, via the ucebniceproukrajinu.cz portal.

The entire project was financed from the Visegrad Fund. And in addition to the children, it also
supported 3 Ukrainian lecturers.
